Prelude Orchestra: Typical age range 11-13

The Prelude Orchestra provides a solid foundation for younger students to learn to play within a full orchestra. It is an ensemble
geared toward students who have not had a great deal of experience performing in an ensemble setting, but possess a basic
level of musicianship.

Philharmonic Orchestra: Typical age range 14-18
The Philharmonic Orchestra is an advanced ensemble. Players should have a strong command of their instrument, possess an
advanced level of musicianship and have a solid foundation of ensemble experience.

Audition Information

Auditions will be held Saturday, September 24 and will take place at Peakes Auditorium at Bangor High School. Acceptance
is based on demonstrated ability as well as each ensembles’ needs. Completed applications must be postmarked on or before
Monday, September 12, 2011 for an audition to be scheduled.

Strings, Woodwinds, Brass, and Harp:

* Two minutes of a prepared solo that best demonstrates your playing ability (your choice)
* One scale with arpeggio (your choice)

* Sight reading of orchestral excerpts (selected by BSYO)

Percussionists will need to demonstrate ability with prepared excerpt(s) from solo and/or etude repertoire on pitched and non-
pitched instruments, mallets, snare drum, and timpani.
